How it Works 
1) Process credit cards through QuickBooks 
Enter payment data into the Receive (Customer) Payment screen as you normally would. Simply click the box titled "Process Credit Card When Saving" to charge your client’s credit card. [Note: You can also record and process credit card transactions through the Sales Receipts and Credit Memo screens in a similar fashion.]
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When you hit save and close, QuickBooks will take you online and the key processing data will be filled in on the web page opened within QuickBooks.
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If the information is correct, simply click submit and the processing will take place. 

Note: it is recommended to always submit a zip code because it reduces fraud and the discount rate charged for the transaction. 
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Once approved you see the payment receipt in QuickBooks.

Note: in the example, the address verification saw a match.

Face-to-Face Transactions 
If you handle face-to-face transactions, you can use our optional card reader (sold separately). Simply plug the reader into the USB port and click on the “Swipe Card” icon at the top of the customer payments screen and then swipe the card. The credit card data will be automatically transmitted to QuickBooks and you can take advantage of our competitive 1.76% card-swiped rate.

2) Using Virtual Terminal Plus

If you want to process transactions and you don’t have access to QuickBooks, you can use Virtual Terminal Plus from any web browser with an internet connection and then, download the transaction into QuickBooks later. This works well for trade shows. It also can be used by someone in the front office, e.g., a scheduling assistant, that doesn’t have access to QuickBooks but may help customers with their payments. It can be used with the optional card reader to get the lower qualified rates.

Access the site by going to: http://merchantaccount.quickbooks.com/virtualterminalplus/
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After logging in, just fill out the applicable information  
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Once the processing is finished you will get a receipt that you can print out and have your customer sign if needed.

Later you can download the payment into QuickBooks by clicking on the “Get online payments” icon on the home page and choosing Virtual Terminal Plus.

If you don’t have an invoice already prepared for this payment, QuickBooks will allow you to create one and match it. If you already have one created, it will show you that the payment and the invoice have been matched.
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3) Automatic Credit Card Billing 

This feature allows you to set up recurring payments. It could be used for a retainer, regular cleaning services or a customer that wants to pay off a larger bill in installments. You can choose from daily, weekly, monthly, bi-monthly or quarterly payments.

Go to: Customers -> Credit Card Processing Activities -> Automatic Credit Card Billing
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From the above page, you can click on the “Print Authorize Form” to get a form for your customer to fill out with the key information about the charge.

If you click on “Set Up Recurring Charge” then you will be taken to a page to fill out the key customer information. 
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QuickBooks will save this transaction for you and charge the customer automatically at the time selected. When the charge occurs, you will receive an email regarding the payment and you can download it into QuickBooks in a similar manner to Virtual Terminal Plus described above.
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4) Billing Solutions
This feature allows you to email your customers and then lets them pay you online
. In order to use this online payment feature you need to have signed up for Billing Solutions, which is free for accountants.

To send and email from QuickBooks for online payment, simply check the box in the lower left hand corner of the invoice and then either click on send (the “envelope” with and arrow) at the top of the page or hit save and close and conduct a batch send from under the file menu.
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Your customer will receive an email with the invoice link attached.
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And will have the option to pay online.
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As with the other features, you can download these transactions into QuickBooks after you get the email informing you of the transaction.
Reconcile Transactions Easily 
QuickBooks Merchant Service batches undeposited credit card payments and tells you whether or not the funds have been deposited into your bank account, helping ensure the accuracy of your bank balance in QuickBooks. 
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In the above screen, you click on “Get Funding Status” and QuickBooks goes out over the internet to find out what transactions have been sent to your bank. 
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Ones that have been “funded to bank” can be moved from undeposited funds to your bank account by checking the box on the left.
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If you check the box above noted by the arrow, then QuickBooks will download your processing fees.  
You can put them all into one account or a number of them.
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Account Setup 
Getting set up to accept credit and debit card payments is simple and easy. It generally takes less than 15 minutes to fill out an application over the phone or online. You can often be processing in 48 hours or less. The steps are listed below: 
Complete a merchant application -- online or over the phone
www.accountant.intuit.com/merchant  or 800-966-0869
Since a merchant account is a financial service that involves the transfer of money, you will need to complete an application and provide information similar to when you apply for a loan. The application information includes 

• Name, address, telephone 

• Checking account (for funds to be deposited/withdrawn) 

• Federal Tax ID (for Corporations, LLC's and Partnerships), or your Social Security number (for Sole proprietorships) 

• Type of business 

• Credit card processing history, if applicable 

Underwriting 
Your application will be reviewed for credit and type of business. Most accounts are generally accepted. However, certain accounts may not be accepted based on poor credit history or type of business. 

The merchant account application asks for your business type, product/services you offer, processing history (if you have any), average ticket and monthly volume, and swiped and keyed-in ratios. It is important to be as specific as possible. 

Business Type – Explain the industry your business is in, such as a doctor, lawyer, construction, restaurant. The risk department simply uses this as a guideline for the industry averages with your type of business. 

Product/Services – It is important to be as detailed as possible about what products or services you offer. The more specific you are, the less likely the risk department will need to contact you regarding sales you’ve made outside the realm of items you’ve listed on your application. 

Processing History – If your business has processed cards before, it’s important to include this history on your application as it assists the risk department in giving a better assessment of your daily and monthly activity. 

Average Ticket – The average dollar amount of sales drafts processed within a given time period. Example: $5,000 total sales in January divided by 31 days = $161.29. 

Monthly Volume – The total dollar amount of sales accepted on a credit card in a given month. 

Swiped and Keyed-In Ratios – If your business transactions are mainly face-to-face, you’ll probably be doing most of your transaction via a swiped terminal. If your business is conducted over the Internet, all your transactions will be keyed-in. In some cases your business may require both. The risk department will use these ratios as a guideline for what is normal activity for your business. 

Setup 
You will receive an email to link your merchant account to QuickBooks and you are ready to go. 
Note: there are a number of business types that have higher credit and charge back risk that are not often approved.

How to Evaluate Merchant Services 
When you examine merchant account services and pricing, it pays to think about how you are going to use the service, and then focus on the applicable features and costs. There are many different fees associated with a merchant account, and many may not be applicable to your situation. Some things to consider include: 

Discount rates (and/or per transaction fees) 

Most accountants key in transactions because they are paid from an invoice, rather than when the customers are present with their card. In that case, focus on the keyed or mid-qualified rate and not the swipe or qualified rate. 

Upfront terminal costs 

Be careful about buying a terminal that can cost $300-800. You don’t need one if you are not swiping the card. Usually, you can just key the card number into your PC to process the transaction. And even if you do swipe cards, the inexpensive QuickBooks Merchant Service Card Reader lets you take advantage of the low card swipe rates. 

Online processing 

Many accountants offer their customers the convenience of paying online. These accountants need that functionality linked to their merchant account. The linking feature is part of the QuickBooks Merchant Service for PCs (see Billing Solutions) and is provided free to accountants. 

Long term contracts 

Some merchant accounts have annual contracts and/or large cancellation fees, which can increase the cost of trying the service. Make sure you read the fine print regarding those fees. The QuickBooks Merchant Service lets you cancel at any time without a cancellation fee. Thus, risk free equates to no money out of pocket.  
Beware of unnecessary fees 

Nearly every credit card processor assesses charge-back fees and funds-not-available fees. These are only triggered if customers dispute a charge, or if you don’t have enough money in the bank when the merchant company tries to collect their monthly service fees. Good management can avoid these fees altogether. 

If you would like to learn more you can download a PDF file with basic information on QuickBooks Merchant Service for PCs, and accepting credit cards, which you can share with your clients. 

UNDERSTANDING RATES & FEES 
Discount Rates 
A discount rate is the percentage of each transaction charged to the merchant by the acquirer (merchant’s bank). Discount rates generally fall under three categories, qualified being the lowest, followed by mid-qualified, and non-qualified. Some companies charge differently for Visa vs. MasterCard charges and some pool the rates. Also, AMEX and Discover have their own fee schedule.
Qualified (Card-present) – This rate applies to face-to-face transactions and is the lowest of the three types. A merchant who swipes a regular consumer credit card that is electronically authorized and batches out within 24 hours of processing, should qualify for this rate. Otherwise, the merchant will downgrade to a mid-qualified or non-qualified rate depending on how long the batch is left open. If a merchant processes a business, corporate, foreign, or rewards card, it will typically downgrade to a non-qualified rate. 
[Note: QuickBooks Merchant Service for PCs authorizes and processes at the same time so there is no need to batch out at the end of the day.]
Mid-Qualified (Card-not-present) – This rate is higher then your qualified rate. It generally applies to phone, fax, mail order, and Internet transactions where the credit card is not actually present. To qualify for this rate, the merchant must enter their zip code for use with our Address Verification Service (AVS), and batch out within 24 hours of processing. If not, the transaction will downgrade to a non-qualified rate. 

Non-Qualified – This is the highest out of the three rates. This rate generally applies to business, corporate, foreign, and rewards card, and transactions that do not meet the Visa/MasterCard requirements for qualified and mid-qualified. 

Fees 
Per-Authorization Fee (often referred to as a Transaction Fee) – This amount is charged each time a card transaction is submitted for authorization and is in addition to the discount rate. The fee generally ranges from $.20 to $.50. 

Monthly Fee – The monthly fee usually includes customer service and the statement fee. The fee generally ranges from $10 to $25. 

Monthly Minimum – A monthly minimum may be charged for merchants. For example, if a $20 minimum fee is charged, and you do not incur $20 worth of processing fees (discount rate plus per authorization fees) in a month, you will be charged the balance. If you have $15 in processing fees during the month you will incur a $5 Monthly Minimum Fee to bring the total to $20. 

Setup Fee – This is a one time fee to set up the merchant account. The fee generally ranges from $49 to $195, and is oftentimes waived with a promotion. 

Other Fees – Other fees may be charged for merchant accounts, such as chargeback fees. To learn more about chargebacks, see the section under Chargeback Prevention. 

WHICH PROCESSING METHOD IS RIGHT FOR YOU? 
Whether you’re processing face-to-face, by phone, fax or by Internet, all these methods require a merchant account to process your payments. Let’s go over the different solutions for your business. 

FACE-TO-FACE 
If the majority of your business is done face-to-face with your customer – such as a professional office or other point-of-sale location – a PC payment software with a card reader is often the best way to process your credit and debit card sales. You will also have the option to manually enter credit or debit card information if need be, but keep in mind you’ll be charged a higher rate. 

Required: PC software with payment gateway and card reader. (Card-Present Transactions). 

Ideal for professional office such as accounting office or other point-of-sale locations. 

Lower rates since processing by card swipee 

• Fewer charge backs due to card-present transactions and signed sales draft. 

Note: with a normal merchant account, you can accept signature debit meaning a debit card that has a Visa or MasterCard logo on it and it is used like a credit card. There is also the potential to accept PIN debit transactions if you are set up for it and purchase an extra PIN pad. Because with PIN debit the transaction is similar to an ATM transaction (e.g., the money comes directly out of the bank account,) the risk is lower. Thus, the rates are lower 
Note: restaurants and other businesses that may not have access to a computer may benefit from using a stand alone terminal.
PHONE AND FAX 
Great for home-based accounting or bookkeeping businesses, anytime your client is not present when you process a transaction. In these "card-not-present" situations, you manually enter your client's credit card with one of our flexible solutions. 

Required: PC software with payment gateway or via phone – generally you will manually enter credit card information (Card-not-present). If your business has a combination of card-not-present and face-to-face transactions, you will still be able to swipe cards to qualify for the lower, card swiped rate. 

• Ideal for home-based businesses. 

• Manually enter transactions (also referred to as keyed-in): higher rate since card is not present. 

• Security measures include Address Verification System and Card Security Codes. 

• Option to process credit cards manually and by card swipe. 

• Option to open account to process credit cards via phone. 

• No geographic limitations. 

E-COMMERCE 
e-Commerce offers many advantages that can help you meet and exceed your business objectives. The Internet is open 24 hours a day which means your business can be open longer especially during Tax Season. 

Required: Gateway, Web site and shopping cart. 

• Ideal for Internet commerce. 

• Higher rates for e-Commerce transactions since card is not present. 

• Security measures include Address Verification System and Card Security Codes. 

• Internet Web site means your business is capable of processing cards 24 hours a day. 

• No geographic limitations. 

COMPATIBILITY WITH YOUR SOFTWARE 
QuickBooks Merchant Service requires at least QuickBooks Financial Software 2004 (for the PC) or QuickBooks Enterprise Solutions 3.0 
Internet access is required. Billing Solutions is required to email invoices enabled for online payment.8 

Funding status on credit card deposits and Fees & Adjustments Download is available only in QuickBooks 2005 or higher or Enterprise 5.0 or higher. Requires a Windows PC and at least Internet Explorer 5.0. 
WHAT'S NOT INCLUDED WITH THE SERVICE 
A card reader is not included.9  
QuickBooks Merchant Services & Related Products QuickBooks offers a complete line of merchant services and related products that help run businesses more efficiently. 

GLOSSARY 
Acquirer – A credit card processing company that accepts applications from merchants, sets them up to process credit cards, handles customer service, deposit funds, along with various other responsibilities. An acquirer is often referred to as a merchant bank. 

Address Verification Service (AVS) – Verifies the cardholder’s billing address at the time of the transaction. If someone uses a stolen card, and wants products shipped to a false address, AVS can detect this for you. If the address doesn’t match, typically transaction can still be approved at the merchant’s discretion. Of particular note, verified transactions generally lead to lower discount rates. 

Authorization – An authorization is a transaction response code from the card issuer that identifies whether there are sufficient funds available on the card to accommodate the transaction. It also checks to make sure no blocks have been placed on the account. 

Average Ticket – The average dollar amount of sales drafts processed within a given time period. Example: $5,000 total sales in January divided by 31 days = $161.29. 

Bank Card – A financial transaction card issued by a bank or other financial institution, for example Visa and MasterCard credit or debit cards. 

Batch – Collection of captured transactions submitted for settlement. It is important to find out if your merchant bank requires you to close the batch manually and/or if it’s closed automatically at the end of day. 

Capture – Submission of an approved authorization for processing and settlement after the services have been rendered or the product has been shipped. 

Cardholder – Person who opens a credit card account for making purchases. 

Discount Rate – The discount rate is the percentage of each transaction charged to the merchant. The discount rate charge is the lowest for transactions that carry the least amount of risk and higher for transactions that carry more risk of fraud and chargeback. 

Interchange – System managed by Visa and MasterCard where data is exchanged between the credit card processor and the issuing bank. 

Issuing Bank – Financial institutions, such as banks, that extend credit to their customers (cardholders) through payment cards, such as credit or debit cards. 
Merchant Bank – The financial institution selected by the merchant where their business checking account will be maintained. This account is used for all debits and credits to be processed for the merchant account. 

Monthly Fee – The monthly fee usually includes customer service support and the statement fee. 

Monthly Minimum – A monthly minimum may be charged for merchants. For example, if a $20 minimum fee is charged, and you do not incur $20 worth of processing fees (discount rate plus per authorization fees) in a month you will be charged the balance. If you have $15 in processing fees during the month you will incur a $5 Monthly Minimum Fee. 

Monthly Volume – The total dollar amount of sales accepted on a credit card in a given month. 

Per-Authorization Fee (often referred to as a Transaction Fee) – This amount is charged each time a card transaction is submitted for authorization and is in addition to the discount rate. 

Sales Slip (Draft) – Paper forms that merchants give to cardholders as evidence of purchases or credit/returns made to the cardholders credit card accounts. Sales slips are also referred to as charge slips, sales drafts, or sales tickets. 

Settlement – The process by which the merchant transmits authorized transactions to the acquirer for payment. 

Setup Fee – This is usually a one-time fee to set up the merchant account. 

Transaction – An action between a cardholder and a merchant that results in activity on the cardholder’s account.
